Minutes of Jan. 24, 2004 Annual General Meeting - Draft

The minutes of the 2002 AGM were reviewed.  There were no amendments. Motion to accept by Bill Anderson, seconded by Karen.

Bill presented the president’s report highlighting the increased membership and participation, the revived club championships, the successful training sessions and the new constitution to be presented for approval later in the meeting.  He suggested we should work toward holding the COC’s in 2006 or 2007.  Bill thanked all those who have contributed to make the year productive.

Karen presented the financial report. The clubs closing equity increased by $883.66 this year.  Because we had no A meet this year the revenues were down from past years but our equity is $16270.02. Bert moved acceptance of the report, Rorry seconded.

Steve presented the membership report giving a variety of looks at the statistics.  We have 18 new addresses; 61% of last year's addresses have renewed.  We have a total of 64 active membership addresses representing 114 members.  This is up from 61 addresses last year.  Membership cards were sent out and new members received packages welcoming them to the club.

Steve proposed the membership fees remain the same as in 2003, $10, $15, $20 for limited junior/adult, family and $15, $30, $55 for full junior, adult and family maximum.  Seconded by Rorry.  Accepted.

Bill Meldrum reported the B-meet attendance is up by 151 this year.  The new format for the Summer Solstice proved very successful and the Canoe O and Club Championships were particularly well attended. 

Lorna gave the promotions report. The  French and English brochures were distributed spring and fall and articles submitted to the Citizen and to local community newspapers.  One local newspaper did an article following the meet at Fitzroy harbour.  The brochure has been redesigned.

Suggestions from the membership for further promotion included


Advertise with brochures in the universities and colleges


Leave a good supply of brochures in the meet box and encourage members to take a number to be distributed in their community.


Rorry said that MEC regularly holds how-to sessions on Wednesdays – this week is on Adventure Racing.  He suggested the club could explore the possibility of having a session on Orienteering.


Bill M. suggested the schools outdoor education classes could be informed of the schedule centrally through the board office.


Randy recommended special contact with the scouters club monthly meetings – particularly preceding the summer solstice events – being sure to ask them to advise the meet director if a group is to be brought out.

As Stefan was absent, Bill presented his mapping report. We have a new map of Walter Baker Park, a teaching map of the Carp Fair grounds, and extension of the Lac Philippe map.  Bill A. has mapped the Connaught Ranges for DND but we hope to use it for events.  Updates have been done on many maps and work is in process on Britannia Park, Lac Beauchamp, Lac Philippe and Carman trails

Mapping plans for 2004 - coming from the planning meeting held earlier in the fall include

· Search for areas for A-meet maps

· Extend the Lac Philippe and Carman trails maps

· Complete the work on Lac Beauchamp

· Update existing Greenbelt maps that are out of date

Bill A. reported that Nakkertok is planning to build a new club house and parking lot north of the current centre.  This would provide access to an area that is more suitable for orienteering.

Bill M. reported the board has set a price per map of $1.00 for non-profit organizations and $2 for others.  This would include Loup Garou use of our maps.  He has notified Colin of this decision.

Dick has compiled a portfolio of all OOC maps.  This, along with Pat’s many maps of the summer and Bill Anderson’s display of 2003 mapping activities, were available throughout the evening.

Richard reported there are still no minutes from the November 22. Orienteering Quebec (OQ) AGM.  The new Board of Directors is headed by Elisa Rietzschel and includes Micheal MacConaill, Helen Howard, Caroline Phillips, Judy Adams, John Charlow and Richard Guttormson with spaces for representatives from 2 new clubs which are expected to be formed this year elsewhere in Quebec..  The OQ phone number is (450) 433-3624.  OQ levies will be $20.00 per adult member, $10 per junior and $1 for each start following the COF policy of getting 50% of its revenue from membership and 50% from events.  They are working on a generic promotional pamphlet supported by the $5000 operational grant from the Quebec government.  This pamphlet will be available for clubs to add an insert of their specific contacts and schedule.  They have agreed to support a submission to the Quebec government for funding for a Sport-Ident system if the OOC puts it forward.

The new draft club constitution was put forward .  Bert moved acceptance and Dick seconded.  Passed.

Election of Officers.  Pat put forward a slate of officers based on the new constitution.

Bill asked that he put this request in writing to the next board of directors meeting.

Pat extended, on behalf of the club, congratulations and thanks to Bill Meldrum for a great job of leading the club in the past year. 

Richard moved for adjournment at 5:45
