Minutes of 16 June 16, 2005 Ottawa Orienteering Club Meeting

1. Minutes of the previous meeting were approved.

2. Treasurer’s update (Karen Tippett)

The Ottawa Orienteering Club is the largest donator to the national Team. 

2005 budget update – if expenses go as planned, the club budget will be fine.  

3. Membership (Steve Buchko)

About 96 memberships were renewed and 135 addresses are on the mailing list. There are about 200 paid up members.  Most new members start in the Spring.

4. Orienteering Quebec (Richard Guttormson)

COF insurance – previously the policy was based on the number of full members. As non COF members partake in events, the insurer has decided they must all pay a premium. The premium will be $1.80/member for recreational members, and $0.40/person per time for walk-ins.   The full member levy OOC pays to Orienteering Quebec includes the premium, but the club must pay the premium of the recreational members and walk-ins. This will be done through Orienteering Quebec. Michael MacConell of Orienteering Quebec will track names and if participation >4 times then the annual fee is paid. Michael is to provide a form for this to OOC. Detail is therefore required about who partakes in OOC meets. B meet registration forms must be sent to Steve Buchko to aid in tracking. 

Orienteering Quebec (OQ) should send OOC a note requesting the amount owing and upon receipt of this note, OOC will pay OQ. 

5.  Promotion

It was agreed to purchase 10 OOC jackets for resale. 

An author from the Barhaven Weekender will attend the Bell High School orienteering meet and will write an article. Carolyn Waldo of CJOH did a report on Robbie Anderson as the athlete of the week in the Spring. Spring brochures were distributed around the Ottawa-Gatineau Region. 

6.
Spring Meets and Activities Review (Richard Guttormson)

The Adventure O – held April 17th may be held at a slightly later time next year, to let the snow melt.  

About 70 participants attended the Beginner Clinic. A big, thank you, to Cherie. 

B meets have been well attened, however, the A Meet had relatively low turn out for an interclub event. Local participation was low. Possible reason was that Adventure races were on during the same weekend. Pre-registration was discussed to perhaps prevent line ups at meets.

For the Summer Solstice Series, a handicap system is being used. People seem to be interested in this innovation. Groups are not included in the current handicap system, but interest has been expressed in handicaps for groups and it might be explored for next year. 

The motion was moved for the OOC to purchase a 10 foot by 10 foot pop up tent $265 at Cosco with side panels and a roller bag. 

7. Sport Ident (Bert Waslander)

Instructions for meet directors:  

Bert Waslander will write detailed steps to follow in using the Sport Ident system. The implications of using sport Ident will also be reported including the pros and cons of using Sport Ident for meet directors. Software, battery, details of using SI system. Control numbers of start stations and finish stations will be specified in the instructions. 

It was agreed that a Start station should be placed at the Start of both A & B meets. 

8. Mapping (Bill Meldrum)

In early May, areas were flown for a base map for Montebello, among other areas including, Nakertok, March Highlands, and the Carp Escarpment. Costs for creating base maps will be obtained from Stirling Mapping. 

9. COC’s 2007 (Bill Meldrum) 

In 2007, the COC’s will likely be held in the East. Elisa of OQ is seeking help from OOC to carry this off. The OOC Budget for mapping is $4K and close to $3K is already spent. Proposal is to increase the mapping budget to $5K to have base maps made. These funds are evidently not recoverable from OC for base map. Mapping would need to be contracted. 

Sport Ident will cost about $5K. 

All voted in favour of increasing the mapping budget from $4K to $5K. 

10. Policy (Bill Meldrum)  

Richard Guttormson will write a FAQ for the OOC Web site about dogs. People will be discouraged from taking their dogs orienteering. 

11. Newsletter printing at Bert’s company. 

All voted in favour of paying $100 to Bert’s company for printing the newsletter, of which there were four this year.  

12. Fall schedule (Richard Guttormson)

The Fall schedule will be finalized in the summer. Tanya asked that she receive it by mid-July.

13 Other business

For the beginner’s clinic it was suggested that each beginner be given a chance to lead the group. 

The Tilde used in the URL for the Web site was discussed.  Tanya offered to find out how to get a customized URL for OOC.

From July – first week of September Karen, the Club’s treasurer, will be away.
